Supplementary Table 2: To test for intra-household correlation in seropositivity, we merged the adult and child datasets, and estimated the calculated whether any child and whether any adult in the household was seropositive for a type of polio. The table below summarizes the results across households. Using Pearson’s Chi-squared test, we find that sero-status has a mild positive association for Type 2 (p = 0.01), but there is little evidence for within household correlation for Types 1 and 3.
