Women with singleton deliveries following
spontaneous pregnancy and complete data
on prepregnancy body weight, weight before
delivery, and serum hsCRP concentration
within the same day of or the day preceding
delivery were included (N = 22,455 )
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Women with the following characteristics were
excluded:

1) pre-existing diabetes, hypertension,
cardiovascular diseases, renal diseases, liver
diseases, thyroid diseases, or chronic infectious
diseases (n = 5,226);

2) preeclampsia, gestational diabetes mellitus, or
any acute or chronic infectious diseases ascertained
during pregnancy (n = 9,386);

3) premature rupture of membranes and placental
problems including placenta previa (n = 8925);

4) fetal/neonatal structural abnormalities (n =
1085);

5) non-term (< 37 or = 42 gestational weeks)
deliveries (n = 903);

6) neonate 5-minute Apgar score <7 (n = 22);

7) abnormal neonate birth weight (< 2,500 or >
4,000 g, n =1329).
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Women with the following characteristics were
further excluded:

1) seemingly erroneous maternal weight (< 30 or >
150 kg) before delivery (n = 68);

2) extreme total gestational weight gain (<< O or =
28 kg, n = 181);

3) serum hsCRP measured after delivery (n = 426) .
