Randomization of 42 primary care clinics into 21 intervention and 21 control clinics 

 

21 intervention clinics  21 control clinics  

  

Risk evaluation based on Alcohol Risk (AUDIT) score (n=3000) 

  

AUDIT score <8 for men and <7 for women  Health education pamphlet (exit study) (n=2080) 

AUDIT score: 7or more (women)/8 or more (men) Invited for inclusion in study (n=520) 

 

Intervention (with 260 screened risk drinkers) Control (with 260 screened risk drinkers)  

  

Brief intervention (two sessions) on alcohol 
problems  

Receive alcohol health information  

Follow-up assessments: 3 and 6 months 
following intervention
