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Supplementary Figure 1. Morphologic Changes of the femoral head on mid-coronal micro-CT images.
Mid-coronal micro-CT measurements of the height and diameter of the epiphysis were used to assess the degree of deformity in the shape of the femoral head epiphysis. The measurements showed a certain degree of deformity at 5 weeks, and at 10 weeks they indicate a more severe degree. The evidence of collapse didn't show up in rats with sham operation (a). In the femoral head epiphysis, there were trabeculae appearing with ivory-like changes and the trabecular structure was disorganized in the 5(b) and 10-weeks (c) ischemic groups.
