Interpreting results of non-inferiority trials: Δ stands for the non-inferiority margin. The results of a non-inferiority trial can 

conclude superiority (A) as the 95% confidence interval (CI) lies left from zero (A), non-inferiority as the 95% CI does not exceed 

Δ (B) and inferiority as the 95% exceed Δ (C). If the 95% CI included Δ, the results are inconclusive (D).
